. SHOCKING NEWS!

Well its certainly been a shock to me anyway! | am referring to the announce-
ment last week that from May | will be setting up Hope Nottingham, a mission
enterprise to enable Christians to work together in their own communities to
serve those in need and bring people to Christ, across the whole city. Essentially
Hope Nottingham will be an umbrella organisation to allow the further develop-
ment of Hope NG9 as well as the emergence of Hope NG6, or Hope NG8 etc. ena-
bling linked up mission around and across the whole area.

Hope Nottingham will be set up as a registered charity with myself as director
and with a number of trustees from a range of different churches. It's a pretty
involved story of how all this came about, but Hope NG9 is a growing ministry
that God has been calling me to give more time to. It became surprisingly clear
that there is a great need and opportunity for this united approach to mission to
be developed across Nottingham and especially in outer city areas where there is
significant social need that can only be met by local Christians from different
churches working together. The shock was realising that God wants me to lead
this work around the whole city.

One of the most significant confirmations came after | had finally confirmed with
Alan and the wardens that this is the direction | was going in: | was approached
by the national HOPE leadership who wanted to encourage me to think about
taking the Hope NG9 model and developing it in the other NG9 areas...they knew
nothing about what | believe God had already told me to do!!

But of course, this means | will cease employment with Christ Church at the end
of April. This will be a huge wrench, | have loved working for Christ Church, with
all the leadership team. | am so grateful for the time | have had. | am also ex-
tremely grateful that the PCC have agreed to give me the equivalent of 3 months’
wages after April, while | get HOPE Nottingham established.

The Adams family will remain part of the Christ Church family that is so dear to
us. | will probably be visiting other churches quite often, and | will have to be dis-
ciplined about not taking on any new commitments at Christ Church, at least for
the time being...might require a large roll of sellotape over my mouth!!

Several people have asked about supporting the work of HOPE Nottingham al-
ready, which is wonderful! More information will be available about this in a cou-
ple of months. In the meantime ...keep praying!
